The AMR describes the performance and results of, and the
lessons learned from the portfolio of projects and programs
financed under the Least Developed Countries Fund (LDCF) and
the Special Climate Change Fund (SCCF) that had begun
implementation on or before June 30, 2015 and that were under
implementation during at least part of the fiscal year 2016 (FY16).
The review further provides information on management
effectiveness and efficiency as it relates to the LDCF and the SCCF.
