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INTRODUCTION

1. During the 17" LDCF/SCCF Council Meeting on October 30", 2014, a Council member
brought to the attention of the Council a report prepared by Transparency International (T1)
titled: Protecting Climate Finance, an anti-corruption assessment of the Global Environment
Facility’s Least Developed Countries Fund and Special Climate Change Fund.

2. Following a brief exchange on the main conclusions and recommendations as presented
in a communication from TI to the GEF CEO, the Council decided that: “The Secretariat will
study the report, and send a preliminary response that will be shared with the Council. Any
relevant issues will be brought to the attention of the Council”. (See paragraph 14 of the Joint
Summary of the Chairs).
