Opening of the Meeting
1. The meeting of the LDCF/SCCF Council was convened on June 7, 2012. The

meeting was opened by Ms. Monique Barbut, Chief Executive Officer/Chairperson of the
Facility and co-chaired by Mr. Jozef Buys, the Council Member representing the
Constituency of Austria, Belgium, Czech Republic, Hungary, Luxembourg, Slovak
Republic, Slovenia, and Turkey.

Adoption of the Agenda

2. The LDCF/SCCF Council approved the provisional agenda set forth in document
GEF/LDCF.SCCF.12/01.

3. The LDCF/SCCF Council approved the following decisions with respect to the
items on its agenda:
