11™ LDCF/SCCF COUNCIL MEETING
NOVEMBER 10", 2011

OPENING OF THE MEETING

1. The meeting of the LDCF/SCCF Council was convened on November 10", 2011. The
meeting was opened by Ms. Monique Barbut, Chief Executive Officer/Chairperson of the
Facility and co-chaired by Ms. Claudia Grayeb, the Council Member representing the
Constituency of Costa Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama,
and Venezuela.

ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA
